
4.1.2  Collection Maintenance 

The library recognizes the need for continuous evaluation of its collection in 

response to the changing nature and needs of its community through a process 

known as deselection or “weeding” by Branch librarians and Central ordering 

librarians. Collection Maintenance encompasses removal, replacement, relocation, 

and duplication of titles from the collection. The same criteria that are applied to 

acquisitions form the basis for weeding the collection.
